The T-SOC to be launched at State data centre

HYDERABAD

In an effort to strengthen
cyber security infrastruc-
ture, the State would soon
have a full-fledged Telanga-
na Security Operations
Centre (T-SOC) which would
likely be operational this
month-end.

Jayesh Ranjan, Principal
Secretary of the Department
of Information Technology,
Electronics and Communi-
cations, made the announ-
cement at the two-day Cyber
Security Conference here on
Thursday.

“The first piece of (cyber
security) architecture will be
launched either this month
itself or the next month. We
will be launching our securi-
ty operations centre at the
State data centre,” Mr. Ran-

jan said. The government
would also explore methods
to protect vital infrastruc-
ture of which the govern-
ment is the custodian.

Speaking to The Hindu af-
ter his address at the event,
Mr. Ranjan said the T-SOC
was ready to go live and it
awaits a formal launch.

The T-SOC would be en-
trusted with providing se-
curity incidents monitoring
to various government de-
partments. It would combat
cyber attacks by means of a
security information and
event management tool -
RSA NetWitness. This tool
would monitor operations
from the Security Opera-
tions Centre. A streamlined
reporting of threats would
automatically detect inci-
dents and respond to them

faster. In his address, Mr.
Ranjan requested Konfidas
chief executive officer Ram
Levi to assess the perfor-
mance of the State vis-a-vis
cyber security. This, he said,
would include a ‘quick diag-
nosis of the State’s policy,
the private sector and the
skill capabilities of start-ups
working in the cyber securi-
ty area’.

Mentioning a memoran-
dum of understanding that
the State has signed with
The Hague Security Delta,
he sought to forge partner-
ships with Israel along simi-
lar lines. Consul for Trade
and Economic Affairs, Con-
sulate General of Israel in
Bengaluru, Shai Moses and
Additional Director General
(Law and Order) Anjani Ku-
mar also spoke.

THE Telangana government,
which is gearing up to launch
the Security Operations Centre
(SOC), a cyber security policy
initiative to safeguard public in-
formation available on the gov-
ernment database, will closely
work with Israeli cyber security
experts to audit the policy before
its launch.

Jayesh Ranjan, principal sec-
retary (ITE&C) on Thursday re-
quested an Israel-based cyber
security company, Konfidas Dig-
ital Ltd, to collaborate with the
department in diagnosing the
policy framework before imple-
menting it to be the first state in
the country to have an exclusive
cyber security policy.

“A strong similarity exists be-
tween India and Israel through
the start-up incubators which
operate to increase private com-
panies’ participation. I request
the Israeli company to do diag-
nosis to know the guidelines and

policy framework,” said Jayesh
Ranjan at a cyber security con-
clave held here on Thursday
Ram Levi, CEO of Konfidas who
will ‘diagnose’ the policy; said
that he would be critical of the
gaps that need to be plugged be-
fore implementation. “The gov-
ernment expects me to be criti-

cal of the policy framework so
that better implementation can
be enforced.” On the initial hur-
dles the government needs to
encounter, Levi said money and
leadership drive would have to
be consistent to create a robust
policy. “No doubt, Telangana
and we share similar geographi-

cal scale but without enough
money put into the SOC there
cannot be advancements,” he ob-
served while emphasising on the
need to have the government
leaders tobe more committed.

“There are at least three at-
tacks every day recorded
through the use of OTP. Tech-
nology experts give out informa-
tion knowing that nothing
would happen and passive users
give out unknowingly,” he said.

Meanwhile, Anjani Kumar,
additional DGP(law & order),
said India being bigger in geog-
raphy faced much more threat
but people’s awareness and abil-
ity to assess threats would be the
best way out. “There is a cop in
everyone that needs to be chis-
elled to make people understand
how one could be harmed at the
cyber frontier,” he said.
